1.
At the end of May, 2004, Destry Allen’s counsel had informed the Saline County Attorney, Ellen Mitchell, that she and the Salina Police Department (SPD), led by Chief Jim Hill, were being sued for $1,000,000 for malicious prosecution and defamation of character related to a previous encounter Destry had with the incompetent SPD and her corrupt office.

2.
June 10, 2004, Destry is found dead.  A private investigation conducted several months later revealed that literally no official investigation had ever been conducted by the Saline County Sheriff’s Office (SO).  In fact, the exact opposite happened.  The SO did all they could to obstruct the private investigation by withholding information, lying, destroying evidence and advising Jones to call them if the Allens bothered them.  The death was labeled a “pristine suicide.”  Coincidentally, with Destry’s death, the lawsuit against the city and county had to be dropped, very likely saving Hill and Mitchells’ jobs.  

3.
The Saline County Coroner, Dr. Chuck Allred, as well as the SO, violated state law by refusing to have an autopsy conducted, even though the victim was an unattended minor with a gunshot wound to the middle of the forehead.  He also lied in his official report.  Having never read the SO report, a common practice of Dr. Allred, he came to a conclusion that completely contradicted the known facts as stated in the SO report.
4.
A nationally renowned forensics expert, hired as part of the private investigation, concluded that the photographs of the scene indicated five separate and distinct indicators of homicide, not including a broken screen door and inconsistent blood spatter on the chair.  For instance, it can be clearly observed that Destry was shot from an indeterminate distance, not point blank, and that the bullet had actually fragmented into several pieces before it struck him, due to a defective quality in the gun. 

5.
There was additional evidence of homicide at the scene not included in the forensics’ report.  Not only was the front screen door broken, fabric torn and a hinge ripped loose, there was a chair covered with blood spatter, inconsistent with the supposed chain of events, most likely caused by the killer unknowingly shaking blood off his hand after altering the scene.
6.
Phone records indicate the last person Destry spoke with was Raymond Jones, life long friend and cousin.  Jones called him at approximately 1 am, within an hour of when Destry was shot.  The SO withheld their knowledge of this phone call from the Allens.
7.
At noon the next day, after being told of Destry’s death, Jones immediately volunteered to those grieving at the Allen house that he saw Destry drive by the night before and they waved to each other, but Jones stated he didn’t know where Destry was going.  He didn’t mention to anyone the phone call he made to Destry an hour later.  Oddly, when he later met with his girlfriend, Jessica McWhirt, he reported to her he didn’t even know how Destry died.  Never, at any time, did he offer condolences to anyone.
8.
In her interview with the SO, Nichole Lavnikevich, Destry’s girlfriend, stated to Investigator Mike Smith that she believed Destry was going out that night, after following her part way home, to meet friends, meaning Jones and McWhirt.  

9.
Jones never revealed to anyone that he spoke with Destry, even though he was at the family’s house over 25 times in the two months following Destry’s death.  When finally confronted with the phone call three months after Destry’s death, a pale and visibly distraught Jones was emphatic that he had told everyone about the phone call, but could name no one who remembered that being the case.  When confronted with this, he told the Allens that forgetting to mention it was simply “his mistake.”

10.  
Jones and McWhirt had been meeting Destry at the scene of Adam Bruna’s death after midnight, sometimes two to three times a week in the last month of his life.  Jones and McWhirt spent many evenings and nights partying at the location and, as Jones used and abused all those he knew, including his mother, he began to sleep in his pickup there.
11.
A week after his death, Destry’s father arbitrarily asked Jones if he knew anything about that night since it had come to light that Destry had been regularly leaving at night to meet Jones and McWhirt.  Without warning, Jones leapt from his chair and began shouting, “I DIDN’T MURDER YOUR SON!!”  He screamed this five times and ran into the night.  After Mr. Allen got him to settle down, Jones immediately began rambling about being terribly jealous of Destry all of his life, was tired of being “the black sheep” of the family and revealed his desire to immediately move in to the Allen house, less than a week after the death.  He never mentioned the phone call to Destry before his death.  This was the first time the word murder was used in connection with Destry’s death
12.
In mid-July, a month after Destry’s death, Jones confessed to Destry‘s mother that he had recently been drinking whiskey and taking a type of methamphetamine called ‘ice’, leftover from when he and a partner had attempted to navigate the rain swollen Smokey Hill River in a raft three months earlier.  Tragically, Jones’ partner drowned.  Jones stated to his aunt that he felt confident he could “control” the meth high this time, but had “lost control of his emotions and did something horrible to someone he would regret for the rest of his life.”  Jones promised his confused aunt that he would never do it again and left the house.



13.
When discussing Destry’s demise with a family friend two months after his death, the Allens were reminded that a full year before his death, they were warned that Jones was dangerous and the friend was worried for the safety of the Allen family.  Jones had confided in her, during a psychotic break, that he wanted to murder his mother and in addition, harbored dark, intense hatred and resentment for the rest of the Allen family because they were keeping from him what he believed he was entitled to.  The family friend convinced Jones that killing his mom was a really bad idea.  Realizing the friend wasn’t sympathetic to his situation, he hurriedly left. 
14.
In a related legal matter the next year, 2005, Jones stated under oath, on court record, that he was aware of Destry’s death nearly a full hour before the SO was even notified by Mr. Allen and a full three hours before he was officially told by a pastor when he arrived at the Allen house.
15.
In the same matter, Jones & McWhirt testified they had a witness with them the night of Destry’s death that could support their alibi.  Thomas [Tommy] Lands confirmed he was with them as it was his birthday and they were drinking together, nearly all night.  Eventually, Tommy was caught in several lies about the time spent with them and, under oath in deposition, testified that Jones and McWhirt had pressured him to lie, that Jones had threatened him and that Ray had a terrifyingly volatile temper, flying into rages without warning.  Lands stated he was afraid of Jones.
16.
Lands has since left Kansas because, as one of his family members reportedly confided to co-workers, his phone was used that night, he knew what happened and feared for his life if he returned to the state.

17.
A confidant of McWhirt’s signed a sworn affidavit stating that Jones and McWhirt told her they not only knew Destry was going to the depot when he passed them in his car, they were actually with Destry that night at the depot but left him to party somewhere else.

18.
Jones also confided to the confidant that he had observed photos of the carnage, provided by Mr. Allen two weeks after Destry’s death, and described it as something that “wouldn’t bother a deer hunter”.  Unknown to the confidant was that, indeed, Jones hunted deer.  Jones’ claim was a total fabrication.  Mr. Allen didn’t even have the photos in his possession at the time and has never shown the photos to Jones, yet he could describe the scene.  Most disturbing was the fact that to Jones, Destry, his cousin and oldest friend, was no different than road kill.
19.
When Jones eventually realized the confidant was working with and passing information on to the Allens, he threatened to silence her and she abruptly ended the relationship.
20. 
In recorded interviews, Jones lied about his whereabouts the morning Destry’s body was found.  At this point, he has been caught in countless documented lies.  Ray Jones and the truth are complete and total strangers.
21.
In a period of 3 short months in 2004, Ray Jones was the last person to see and speak with two young men before their tragic deaths - Adam Bruna and Destry Allen.  Ellen Mitchell, the county prosecutor, admitted to the Allen’s attorney they felt there was something wrong with Jones and his story after Bruna’s death, but did nothing.
22.
To this date, the case of Destry’s death is still listed as an “open suicide” by the SO.  In other words, an unsolved suicide.
We, Bart & Theresa Allen, allege that the following is what actually happened to Destry the night of June 9/early morning hours of June 10, 2004:

After following his girlfriend part of the way home, Destry went to the depot to wait for Jones, a meeting prearranged earlier in the day.  While he was there, Destry called his girlfriend, spoke for several minutes, then a half hour later, shortly after 1 am., Jones called him on McWhirt’s cell phone and spoke for over four minutes.  Destry continued to wait after the phone call was concluded.  Jones arrived, high on methamphetamine, as he had been for several months, and drunk on Jack Daniels.  An argument ensued and Jones, suffering from a long standing, untreated, raging sociopathic condition, combined with the drugs, a lifetime of jealousy, envy and perceived injustice, had a psychotic break.  He picked up the gun and shot Destry nearly between the eyes.  Suddenly, as the gravity of what he had actually done penetrated his blinding fury, he burst out the building through the screen door, shattering it as he exited the building.  After catching his breath, he made a fateful decision to shift the blame, his signature modus operandi for years, and reentered.  
Jones hastily altered the scene in an amateurish attempt to make it appear as he believed a suicide should.  Phone records show he received a phone call from Lands about this time, likely inquiring if Jones was coming back to the party [Lands’ birthday], or if he and McWhirt could come to the depot.  Lands was told Destry didn’t want to party and Jones would be returning.  Constructing the grisly scene got at least one hand bloody, as evidenced by the smears on both sides of the barrel of the gun and blood splatter on a nearby chair.  He then left Destry, his cousin and only friend still remaining, to die alone, on the floor as he went back to party with McWhirt and Lands.  Later, he likely returned to the scene with McWhirt, for two reasons.  Primarily to make sure Destry was dead, since he was left alive but, presumably, dying, and also to cement his story in McWhirt’s mind that Destry was really depressed when Jones left him earlier.  Jones is a prolific, disturbingly gifted liar and, combined with an immediate state of shock, McWhirt never questioned what was suggested.  A few days later, when Lands told Jones he didn’t believe Destry had killed himself over his girlfriend, Jones told Lands that Destry committed suicide because he was spoiled and just couldn’t handle having so much.
After returning to Lands’ birthday party, Land’s left Jones and McWhirt.  Jones eventually slept in his truck, as he had the previous nights, since none, including his mother, would let him in their house.  He wasted time the next morning until he felt sure Destry’s body had been found.  At around 12:30 pm, he showed up at the Allen’s out of the blue and was informed of the death.  One problem though:  At a later date, in court and under oath, he stated emphatically and in no uncertain terms that he found out about Destry’s death at 9:30 am, an hour before the sheriff’s office was even notified. Typical of Jones’ pathology, he then attempted to make himself the center of the show, just as he had very successfully done at Adam Bruna’s funeral several months before.  His ‘woe is me’ act was immediately shut down by relatives on scene at the Allens.  They were all too familiar with his antics.  In a last ditch effort for attention, he looked upward and loudly questioned the heavens, in front of these same relatives, why these things kept happening to him.  He then went to the kitchen and blurted out that he had seen Destry drive by the night before, waving and smiling.  Then Jones left without saying a word.  Though he was eager to share his story, he neglected to mention one crucial detail.  Jones called and spoke with Destry on the phone after the smiling, waving encounter.  Ray Jones is a sociopathic, narcissistic murderer.
